Born the morning of April 21st and weighing in at one magnum of Syrah, we are exhausted

and thrilled.

BIG ANNOUNCEMENT

Last Spring, while enjoying the glorious weather and a very spirited
game of Bocce with friends we felt inspired to do something extraor-
dinary: produce a Rosé. Although a few barrels of Rosé doesn’t
sound so significant, for a family that has made full bodied red
wines exclusively for almost 40 years, it was a big change.

Here we are a year later with 112 cases bottled and ready to go.
Picked early during harvest to preserve that refreshing acid we all
love in Summer, fermented slowly to preserve those beautiful straw-
berry and rose petal aromas, and aged four months in barrel to add
a touch of nougat and soften the palate. If you love our Syrah this
approachable gem is the perfect thing to sip while you’re working
the Barbeque.

2005 SYRAH

Once the grilling is done and it’s time for the main course, pop open
a bottle of our 2005 Syrah. Released at the end of last fall, time does
nothing but improve this wine. Although you can drink it on its
own, the long integrated tannin begs for a great meal to be paired
with. In the Spring we love it with lamb, a simple pasta or
homemade pizza with fresh tomatoes, basil and prosciutto.

SOLERA PORT

Once the meal is finished and you just don’t want the
great summer evening to end, port can add a good hour
to the conversation. There’s not much that we can say
about our Old Vine Zinfandel Port that hasn’t already
been said. A model of consistency from one release to the
next, since it’s inception back in 1987, it has earned a
place as one of the best domestic ports on the market.
